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Summary of Legislation:

	This bill deletes all provisions of original bill except for reducing alcohol concentration to 0.08 from 0.10 and increases DUI service fee from $200 to $250. This bill provides that police shall take operator’s license until trial and shall issue a temporary license unless alcohol testing is refused. Specifies the organizations in which providers of alcohol and drug programs must be certified and places control of the programs under the Office of the Inspector General.


Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups):

	Currently the Department of Corrections receives an average of 389 people each year for DUI 4th offense with a median sentence of 2 years (5 months to parole eligibility, 18 months to serve out). If the alcohol concentration is lowered to 0.08 it is assumed that this would add an additional 10% (39) more convictions each year. Current statistics indicate 25% or 10 inmates would be paroled at the first hearing and the remaining 29 or 75% would receive serve outs. The first year, 29 inmates would be serving the entire year and 10 inmates would be serving 5 months. The second year an additional 29 new inmates would be serving that entire year plus 29 previous inmates would be serving 6 months until their minimum expiration date, and 10 new inmates would be serving 5 months. The third year and after the number of inmates levels out to 48 per year.


Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted):

	The cost impact for FY99 would be 33 inmates x $21,635 = $713,965.

The cost impact for FY2000 would be 48 inmates x $22,263 = $1,068,611.

Each year after that the number of inmates would level out to 48 per year with an impact cost of $1,232,811 in FY2005.
