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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  The purpose of HB 424 is to require local school districts to recycle white paper and cardboard.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 424 creates a new section of KRS 160 to require local school districts to adopt a plan and procedures for recycling white paper and cardboard; permits local boards to delegate the responsibility for designing procedures to each school or school council; and requires the superintendent, or the superintendent's designee, to periodically review the operating procedures to ascertain that recycling is being carried out.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  HB 424 has no fiscal impact upon the state General Fund.

However, there may be a minimal impact, on the local school districts which may occur in those instances where a fee is charged for containers and/or pick up.  However, these charges may be offset/or reduced, by a redemption amount.
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
