On page 29, between lines 18 and 19, by inserting the following:

"SECTION 16.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 121 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
No person or committee shall accept or agree to accept, either directly or indirectly, from a candidate, slate of candidates, committee, contributing organization, or any person required to file reports pursuant to KRS 121.180 or from a person on behalf of a candidate, slate of candidates, committee, contributing organization, or person so required to file reports, anything of economic value, including any reimbursement of costs, for the purpose of transporting a voter or causing a voter to be transported in a motor vehicle to a polling place for the purpose of voting in an election or to any place where absentee voting is being conducted for the purpose of voting absentee, or for driving or being in charge of any motor vehicle being so used.

(2)
No candidate, slate of candidates, committee, contributing organization, or person required to file reports pursuant to KRS 121.180, and no person on behalf of a candidate, slate of candidates, committee, contributing organization, or person so required to file reports, shall pay or agree to pay anything of economic value, including any reimbursement of costs, to any person or committee for the purpose of transporting a voter or causing a voter to be transported in a motor vehicle to a polling place for the purpose of voting in an election or to any place where absentee voting is being conducted for the purpose of voting absentee, or for driving or being in charge of a motor vehicle being so used.

Whoever violates the provisions of subsection (1) or (2) of this section shall be assessed a civil fine of two thousand five hundred dollars ($2,500). For a second violation, or for any succeeding violation, the penalty shall be a civil fine of five thousand dollars ($5,000) for each violation.

(a)
The provisions of this section shall not be applicable to any person who gratuitously transports voters to the polls on election day or who gratuitously transports voters to vote absentee.

(b)
The provisions of this section shall not prohibit paying or offering or agreeing to pay any bona fide bus, taxi, or transportation service, which holds a license or permit duly issued by the appropriate governmental entity and which regularly does business in the area, to transport a voter to vote or vote absentee, nor shall this section prohibit any such bus, taxi, or transportation service from accepting or agreeing to accept such a payment.

The provisions of this section shall be applicable to payments made to persons for transporting voters to the polls only in counties in which a mass transit system is in operation.
Section 17.   KRS 119.205 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Any person who makes or offers to make an expenditure to any person, either to vote or withhold his vote, or to vote for or against any candidate or public question at an election shall be guilty of a Class D felony.

(2)
Any person who solicits, accepts, or receives any such expenditure as payment or consideration for his vote, or the withholding of his vote, or to vote for or against any candidate or public question at an election shall be guilty of a Class D felony.

(3)
For purposes of this section, "expenditure" means any of the following when intended as payment or consideration for a vote, or the withholding of a vote, for or against any candidate or public question:

(a)
A payment, distribution, loan, advance, deposit, or gift of money or anything of value; or

(b)
A contract, promise, or agreement, express or implied, whether or not legally enforceable, to make a payment, distribution, loan, advance, deposit, or gift of money or anything of value.


"Expenditure," as used in this section, shall not include the distribution of materials bearing the name, likeness, or other identification of a candidate, political party, committee, or organization, or position on a public question and not intended as payment or consideration for a vote, or the withholding of a vote, for or against any candidate or public question.

(4)
Except for payments for transporting voters that are prohibited under Section 16 of this Act, any candidate or committee, or any person on his behalf, who pays any person, including campaign workers, for transporting voters to the polls on the day of the election, shall make all payments by check. All payments, regardless of amount, shall be reported to the Registry of Election Finance in the manner that the Registry shall provide by administrative regulation. Any person who knowingly violates any requirement of this subsection shall be guilty of a Class B misdemeanor.

In addition to the above provisions, a person may be convicted of a violation of this section pursuant to KRS 502.020."; and
