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MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  HB 658/GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 247 to require the Department of Agriculture to allocate grants of $1,000, if funding is available, to eligible county organizations to assist the organizations in implementing a farm safety program; requires a county organization to be incorporated as nonprofit, require the organization to submit a business plan to the Department and require an approved organization to report annually to the Department.  

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  HB 658/GA creates a new section of KRS Chapter 247 to require the Department of Agriculture to allocate grants of  $1,000, if funding is available, to county organization to assist in promoting their farm safety programs. The county organizations must be of nonprofit status and must make an annual written report to the Department regarding its activities.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  The Department of Agriculture has indicated that it could utilize existing personnel and services to implement the program.  The cost to the Department, for operations of the program, would be minimal.  However, there are not any funds available for grants.  Therefore HB 658/GA would have an indeterminable cost.
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
