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AN ACT relating to all-terrain vehicle use on areas designated by the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 150 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
For the purposes of this section, "all-terrain vehicle" means any motor vehicle used for recreational off-road use that is fifty (50) inches or less in width, has a dry weight of six hundred (600) pounds or less, travels on three (3) or more tires, has a seat or saddle designed to be straddled by the operator, and has handle bars for steering control.

(2)
In counties where the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources has acquired ownership or lease of surface-mined land that has been released from reclamation requirements and is in excess of one thousand (1,000) acres, the department shall designate and establish an area for the recreational use of all-terrain vehicles. The area shall be of sufficient size to accommodate the public demand for that recreational use in the area permitted.

(3)
The area shall only be used by all-terrain vehicle users who have acquired a permit from the department. The department may charge an appropriate permit fee to each all-terrain vehicle user of the designated area.

(4)
The payment of a permit fee by the all-terrain vehicle user of a designated area does not constitute a charge for use of the land for purposes of this section or KRS 411.190.

(5)
The department may issue a citation for a violation for use of the designated area without a permit or of any safety or use standards found in administrative regulations that the department may promulgate for the designated area.

(6)
The penalty for use of a designated area without a permit shall be fifty dollars ($50) for the first offense and one hundred dollars ($100) for a subsequent offense.

(7)
The penalty for violation of any safety or use standard applicable to the designated area shall be set by the department by administrative regulation. The penalties shall be commensurate with the severity of the violation.
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
