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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION directing a study by the Legislative Research Commission of single and multi-county agencies in the Commonwealth that are formed for various long-range planning or development activities.

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth is served by many different agencies and nonprofit organizations in various capacities including area development districts, planning commissions, education consortiums, and tourism development agencies; and

WHEREAS, many of these agencies and nonprofit organizations receive state funding of some amount; and

WHEREAS, it is unknown how many of these different agencies are in the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, it is necessary that the Commonwealth use its limited resources wisely and avoid unnecessary duplication of services;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Legislative Research Commission is directed to conduct a study to identify the single and multi-county agencies in the Commonwealth that are formed for long-range planning or development activities and that receive state funding.

Section 2.   The Legislative Research Commission shall identify these agencies and their legal status, review their services, and recommend that the state continue or cease funding to the agencies. The study shall be completed by August 30, 1999, and it shall be presented to the members of the General Assembly.

Section 3.   Staff services to be utilized in completing this study are estimated to cost twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000). These staff services shall be provided from the regular Commission budget and are subject to the limitations and other research responsibilities of the Commission.
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
