On page 3, by deleting line 22 through page 4 line 9, and by inserting in lieu thereof the following:

Section 3.   KRS 18A.990 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
Any person who willfully violates any provision of KRS 18A.005 to 18A.200, except for Section 1 of this Act, or of the administrative regulations promulgated thereunder[rules] shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall upon conviction be punished therefor with a sentence of from thirty (30) days to a maximum of six (6) months in jail.

(2)
Any person who is convicted of a misdemeanor under KRS 18A.005 to 18A.200, except for Section 1 of this Act, shall, for a period of five (5) years, be ineligible for appointment to or employment in a position by the Commonwealth, and if he or she is an officer or employee of the Commonwealth, shall forfeit his or her office or position.

(3)
Any person[officer or employee of the classified service] who willfully violates any of the provisions of KRS 18A.140 shall [forfeit his office or position, and ]for five (5) years[one (1) year shall] be ineligible for any office or position in the Commonwealth's service and shall, if the person is an officer or employee of the classified service, forfeit his or her office or position. In addition, violation of KRS 18A.140 shall result[constitute a misdemeanor subject to a sentence of from thirty (30) days to a maximum of six (6) months] in a jail term of not less than two (2) year and not more than five (5) years, and a fine of not less than one thousand dollars ($1,000) nor more than five thousand dollars ($5,000).

SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 151B IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Any person, or any employee as defined in this chapter, who willfully violates any provision of Section 2 of this Act or of the administrative regulations promulgated thereunder shall for five (5) years be ineligible for any office or position in the Commonwealth's service and shall, if the person is an employee, as defined in this chapter, forfeit his or her office or position.  In addition, violation of Section 2 of this Act shall result in a jail term of not less than two (2) years and not more than five (5) years in jail, and a fine of not less than one thousand dollars ($1,000) nor more than five thousand dollars ($5,000).
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
