PURPOSE/MECHANICS

This bill permits local option elections for limited  sale of alcoholic beverages within a precinct(s) containing an 18-hole or larger golf course. Specifically, it applies to "dry" counties that have limited sale precincts within them (i.e., cities or parts of cities) that are "wet". In such counties, if there is a golf course, then the voters of the precinct(s) in which the golf course is located can vote to also make the precinct "wet" for the sale of alcoholic beverage drinks. Retail package sales would not be permitted by this vote.

	ESTIMATED COST


The fiscal impact in affected counties is indeterminable but negligible. Less than one-dozen counties are affected (enabled) by this bill. The only costs would be those associated with processing a petition and conducting an election.
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
