AN ACT relating to the term of office of local government appointees and declaring an emergency.

WHEREAS, the adoption of recent constitutional amendments extended the terms of office of elected local officials but did not require the alteration of the terms of office of appointees made by these officials;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 65 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The term of office of any local government appointee that is to expire during 1998 shall be extended until January 1, 1999.
Section 2.   Whereas the term of office of many local government appointees will expire before the normal effective date for legislation enacted by this General Assembly, an emergency is declared to exist, and this Act shall be effective upon its passage and approval by the Governor or upon its otherwise becoming law.
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
