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A RESOLUTION in recognition of the Bicentennial Celebration of Cumberland County.

WHEREAS, the first settlers came into the region now known as Cumberland County in the 1780's and early 1790's; and

WHEREAS, Cumberland County was officially formed on December 14, 1798, carved from Green County, and was named for the Cumberland River, which flows through the county; and

WHEREAS, Wayne, Russell, Clinton, and Metcalfe counties were formed from Cumberland County; and

WHEREAS, Cumberland County consists of 307 square miles, and is bounded by Adair, Clinton, Metcalfe, Monroe, and Russell counties; and

WHEREAS, several battles and skirmishes occurred in this historical region during the course of the Civil War; and

WHEREAS, the region in which Cumberland County was founded is as rich and diverse in history as it is in agriculture and natural resources; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Cumberland County should feel great pride and honor to reside in an area which has served such a vital role in the development of our Commonwealth as well as our nation;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   When the Senate of the General Assembly adjourns this day, it does so in recognition of the two hundred year celebration of Cumberland County, Kentucky, and in full recognition of the social, cultural, educational, and economic advancements of Cumberland County in the jubilant celebration of its bicentennial.

Section 2.   The Senate wishes to commend the citizens of Cumberland County for its rich history and past achievements and extends best wishes to its citizens as we enter the next millennium.
