PURPOSE/MECHANICS

SB 193 GA creates a special Emergency Medical Services license plate.  The Transportation Cabinet would begin designing and printing the special license plate after receiving from the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services, a minimum of 900 applications accompanied by a $25 state fee.  If the KBEMS does not submit the 900 applications to the Transportation Cabinet within a year of the effective date of the measure, the Act would expire.

Applicants for the special EMS license plate and those renewing their registration may make a voluntary contribution of $10 to the County Clerk at the time of application.  The County Clerk forwards the funds on a quarterly basis to the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services for the purpose of furthering emergency medical technician continuing education throughout the Commonwealth.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of SB 193 GA on local government is expected to be minimal to moderate.  Increased administrative expenses could result from carrying out the activities required under the measure.  

The measure creates a special Emergency Medical Services license plate.  After the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services collects a minimum of 900 applications and a $25 state fee, the Transportation Cabinet would design and print the special license plate.  At the county level, each applicant for a special EMS license plate is required to show proof to the County Clerk of affiliation with the pre-hospital Kentucky emergency medical system as set forth under the measure.  Initial or renewing applicants are permitted to make a voluntary contribution of $10 to the County Clerk for use by the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services to further emergency medical technician continuing education throughout the Commonwealth.

The number of applicants that would choose to purchase this special Emergency Medical Services license plate is not known.  Those eligible to apply for the special plate include a certified Emergency Medical Technician; persons affiliated with a licensed ambulance service or first responder agency; or persons affiliated with the 18 member Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services.  According to the Kentucky Board of Emergency Medical Services, as of February 17, 2004, Kentucky has:

SB 193 GA requires the County Clerk to be responsible for the following activities in the process of issuance of the special Emergency Medical Services license plate:

Inspects the applicant's proof of affiliation with the pre-hospital Kentucky emergency medical system

Stores and issues that county's share of the 900 initial special license plates to the initial applicant and collects a $3 county clerk fee;

Stores and issues the next phase of special EMS license plates to persons who are the owner or lessee of a motor vehicle registered under the provisions of KRS 186.050(1) or (3)(a) but were not part of the original 900 initial applicants;

Collects a  state fee and $3 county clerk fee from each initial applicant for a special EMS license plate;

Provides for free replacement of any damaged, destroyed, or stolen special license plates under specified conditions;

Provides for reissuance of a regular license plate and certification of registration, upon payment of a $3 county clerk fee, to owners or lessees with an EMS license plate who subsequently return it and the certificate of registration to the county clerk;

Provides for reissuance of the special EMS license plate free of charge for use on any other vehicle of the same classification and category owned by the person during the current licensing period;

Provides for the return of any replaced regular license plates to the Transportation Cabinet.

Provides for reissuance of a regular license plate and certificate of registration, upon payment of a $3 county clerk fee, to possessors of the special plate who end an affiliation with the pre-hospital Kentucky Emergency Medical System;
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
