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A RESOLUTION urging the United States Department of Veterans Affairs to recruit and inform veterans of available services.

WHEREAS, veterans occupy a significant place in the life and history of our nation, and their devoted service will never be forgotten; and

WHEREAS, numerous veterans are disabled due to service to their country and many have made great sacrifices; and

WHEREAS, there are over 25 million veterans nationwide and more veterans are coming home from duty every day; however, fewer than one-third of the total veterans are enrolled in the VA health system; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky has more than 370,000 veterans, constituting about 9% of the state population; veterans and their families comprise approximately one-fourth of our citizens; and

WHEREAS, veterans should be encouraged to take advantage of the benefits of their service as our nation strives to take care of those who have taken care of us; and

WHEREAS, the American people and the citizens of the Commonwealth owe a debt of gratitude to the soldiers, airmen, sailors, and marines for their dedication and honor in defending our nation;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky expresses its utmost support to the veterans of this Commonwealth and this nation and recognizes their rights to all available services.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky urges the United States Department of Veterans Affairs to reach out to all veterans in informing them of their benefits and privileges.
