WHEREAS, Alice Geneva Meimann Roeding was born on November 28, 1905, a native of Covington, Kentucky, and a longtime resident of Fort Mitchell, Kentucky, and she traversed these earthly bounds on February 10, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Alice Geneva Meimann Roeding was the loving daughter of the late Henry and Alice Fry Meimann, and she also was preceded in death by her devoted husband, Albert "Al" Roeding, and a loving son, James "Jim" Roeding; she is survived by three loving children, Richard L. WHEREAS, Alice Geneva Meimann Roeding was an esteemed member of the Northern Kentucky community; she was a member of St. Mary's Ladies Society, Summit Hills Country Club, a St. Elizabeth Medical Center Pink Lady, and a volunteer at Madonna Manor in Villa Hills; and she also was a homemaker, an avid golfer, and a card-playing enthusiast; and

WHEREAS, Alice Geneva Meimann Roeding was a devout member of Blessed Sacrament Church in Fort Mitchell, where her Mass of Christian burial was performed on February 14, 2005, with burial in St. John Cemetery in Fort Mitchell; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Alice Geneva Meimann Roeding has left a void that cannot be filled, and she is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;
