WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky, known also as the Bluegrass State, enjoys a special identification with bluegrass music; and

WHEREAS, the Festival of the Bluegrass is now in its 32nd year of celebrating Kentucky's bluegrass music heritage; and

WHEREAS, the Festival has achieved international acclaim and recognition for demonstrating that older citizens can be of great inspiration to children and youth; and

WHEREAS, the Festival of the Bluegrass has become a major component of Kentucky's recognized status as the nation's richest source of authentic bluegrass music, and is, therefore, an important part of Kentucky's tourism industry; and

WHEREAS, the Festival of the Bluegrass is held at the Kentucky Horse Park each year, and the Horse Park itself celebrates an important part of Kentucky's rich heritage;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
