On page 4, after line 15, insert:

"SECTION 4.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 61 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in Sections 4 to 10 of this Act, "United States Enrichment Corporation" or "USEC" means the wholly owned subsidiary of USEC Inc. that operates the Paducah Gaseous Diffusion Plant, Department of Energy Paducah Reservation, located in McCracken County, Kentucky, or any successor under contract with the United States Department of Energy to operate the Paducah Gaseous Diffusion Plant.
(2)
The United States Enrichment Corporation may apply to the Governor for the appointment and commissioning of USEC peace officers for the protection of the Department of Energy Paducah Reservation located in McCracken County, Kentucky. The Governor shall select USEC peace officers from a list submitted by USEC to the Governor. The Governor, upon such application being made and upon the payment to him or her of a one (1) time fee of five dollars ($5) for each officer to be appointed, shall appoint, for annually renewable terms of one (1) year, such persons or as many thereof as he deems proper to be such USEC peace officers and shall give commissions to those appointed. Appointments and annual renewal of appointments under this subsection shall be subject to approval by the sheriff of McCracken County in which the USEC peace officers will normally operate. 
(3)
Commissions awarded pursuant to subsection (2) of this section shall be recorded in the office of the county court clerk of McCracken County. No person shall be eligible for appointment and commission as a USEC peace officer unless he or she has established to the satisfaction of the Governor that he or she:

(a)
Possesses the qualifications, except for county residence requirements, for nonelective peace officers prescribed by KRS 61.300;

(b)
Meets the Department of Energy standards for USEC peace officers set forth at 42 U.S.C. sec. 2297h-5(h); and

(c)
Has been a resident of Kentucky or a state bordering Kentucky for at least two (2) years at the time of his or her appointment. 
SECTION 5.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 61 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Each USEC peace officer appointed and commissioned pursuant to Section 4 of this Act for the Department of Energy Paducah Reservation located in McCracken County, Kentucky:
(a)
Shall have and execute the powers of sheriffs and constables in making arrests for public offenses committed upon, about, or against the reservation or on public roads and rights-of-way passing through or over the reservation;
(b)
While in pursuit of a person fleeing from the reservation after committing an act of violence or destruction of the reservation, may pursue the person and make arrest anywhere in the Commonwealth; 
(c)
May serve process in criminal and penal prosecutions for offenses referred to in this subsection; and
(d)
Shall be subject to all the liabilities of sheriffs or constables.
(2)
USEC peace officers shall have authority to carry weapons for the reasonable purposes of their offices and in performance of their assigned duties.

SECTION 6.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 61 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

When USEC no longer needs the services of a person appointed and commissioned as a USEC peace officer pursuant to Section 4 of this Act, notice to that effect, signed by the Director of Security for USEC or by the person having responsibility for general supervision of the work of the officer, may be filed in the office of the county clerk of McCracken County. The county clerk shall note the fact upon the margin of the record where the commission is recorded, at which time, the power of the person to act as a USEC peace officer shall cease.
SECTION 7.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 61 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Each USEC peace officer appointed and commissioned pursuant to Section 4 of this Act shall, before he or she enters upon the discharge of the duties of his or her office, execute bond in the sum of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), with good security, conditioned upon the faithful performance of his or her duty as such officer, and take and subscribe an oath of office and the oath required by Section 228 of the Constitution of Kentucky. The bond shall be executed before the county/judge executive of McCracken County, and the bond shall be approved and the oath administered by the county/judge executive. The bond and oath shall be entered of record by the McCracken County clerk, and execution of the bond and the taking of the oath shall be endorsed upon the commission of the person so qualifying. In lieu of such individual bonds, a duly executed bond covering all USEC peace officers appointed and commissioned pursuant to Section 4 of this Act, as principals, with USEC as surety, in the amount of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000) for each officer and conditioned for the faithful performance of their duties may be filed by USEC with the Secretary of State of the Commonwealth in which event individual bonds shall not be required. Certified copies of the bonds shall be recorded with the McCracken County clerk.
SECTION 8.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 61 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The compensation of the USEC peace officers appointed and commissioned pursuant to Section 4 of this Act shall be fixed and paid by USEC.
SECTION 9.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 61 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Each USEC peace officer appointed and commissioned pursuant to Section 4 of this Act shall, while on duty, wear a badge or shield identifying him or her as an employee and peace officer of USEC. However, when acting as a detective in the service of USEC as an employee in the performance of assigned duties, he or she may conceal his or her badge, shield, or weapon. Each USEC peace officer may, while on duty, wear such other insignia and identification, including uniform, as will plainly indicate to the public that he or she is a USEC peace officer.

SECTION 10.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 61 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

The McCracken County jailer shall receive all persons arrested by a USEC peace officer to be dealt with according to law, and a person so arrested shall be received by that jailer on the same basis and shall have the same status as a prisoner arrested by any other peace officer."
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
