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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Lieutenant Robert L. Henderson II.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Lieutenant Robert L. Henderson II, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Robert L. Henderson II was born January 12, 1971, a native of Alvaton, Warren County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds April 17, 2004; and

WHEREAS, Robert L. Henderson II was the loving son of the late Robert Lou Henderson and Lillian Henderson; he was the devoted husband of Lisa Henderson; he was the proud father of Peyton Joshua Henderson, born in July of 2004; he was the caring brother of one sister, Jackie Hawkins of Tupelo, Mississippi, and a half-sister, Monica Walker of Bowling Green; and he leaves behind many other loving family members; and

WHEREAS, Robert L. Henderson II was a graduate of Warren Central High School in 1989; beginning in 1990, he attended Western Kentucky University with studies in business management; and

WHEREAS, Lieutenant Robert L. Henderson II exemplified the role of citizen soldier; he was an esteemed member of the Warren County community while also serving in the Kentucky Army National Guard since the age of seventeen; he served as a platoon leader with the Detachment 1, 2123rd Transportation Company; and

WHEREAS, Lieutenant Robert L. Henderson II was deployed in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom in January 2004; and

WHEREAS, the life of Lieutenant Robert L. Henderson II ended prematurely when Iraqi insurgents ambushed the Humvee he was driving near the southern Iraq city of Diwaniyah; during the attack, he sustained gunshot wounds yet courageously maneuvered his Humvee to a strategic position to return fire and then warn his convoy of the impending danger; in doing so, he saved many lives in ultimate sacrifice of his own; and

WHEREAS, Lieutenant Robert L. Henderson II valiantly served his country with honor and distinction; he exemplified stellar skills as a soldier and was a proven leader; he was posthumously awarded the Bronze Star, a Purple Heart, and the Kentucky Distinguished Service Medal; and

WHEREAS, Robert L. Henderson II was highly regarded by all who knew him as hard working, generous, and a good-natured man who was passionate about his family, friends, and work; he was a member of the Rockfield United Methodist Church; and

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth of Kentucky has the highest respect for Lieutenant Robert L. Henderson II and is deeply grateful for the sacrifice he made for the freedom of all Americans and to ensure the freedom of the Iraqi people; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Lieutenant Robert L. Henderson II has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Lieutenant Robert L. Henderson II and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
