WHEREAS, Kathryn S. Stephens was born in Lexington, Kentucky, received a bachelor's degree in biology, earned a master's degree in public affairs, and obtained an embalmer's license from the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, Kathryn S. Stephens has dedicated her life to extraordinary achievements, having been appointed the first African-American licensed nursing home administrator in the Commonwealth of Kentucky when she owned Stephens Nursing Home, an outstanding facility that was in operation for nearly 30 years; and

WHEREAS, Kathryn S. Stephens has always considered it as an honor and a privilege to serve others to the best of her abilities, believing that "all people should strive to do their best," and that "individual achievement is essential for society to work for the common good"; and 

WHEREAS, Kathryn S. Stephens continues to be an outspoken leader in her community and in her church, having served as an organist at Pilgrim Baptist Church for 40 years, and recently having been prominently featured on the cover of the Lexington Herald-Leader newspaper in a news article entitled "A Measure of Progress," wherein she and five other individuals from the African-American community in Lexington-Fayette County reflected upon changes within the community; and

WHEREAS, Kathryn S. Stephens has been a valuable citizen who has amassed a distinguished record of service to her local community, Lexington-Fayette County, and to the Commonwealth of Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
