With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Michael Laine Allen, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Michael Laine Allen was born on May 28, 1944, a native of Fayette County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on January 10, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Michael Laine Allen was the loving son of the late Courtney and Almira Allen, and he also was preceded in death by a sister, Almira Pauline Jackson; he was the devoted husband of Sandy Baldon Allen; he was the loving father of a daughter, Leandra Allen, and four sons, Keith Ivey, Benjamin Allen, Adrian Allen, and Kendrick Allen; and he was the proud grandfather of ten grandchildren, Keith Jr., Myquan, Chelsea, Dominique, Demetrius, Danee, Meagan, Morgan, Keon, and Kasia; and he also leaves behind a loving brother, Courtney Allen; and

WHEREAS, Michael Laine Allen demonstrated his extraordinary talent and dedication to Jazz in the Lexington community for over 40 years; he played piano entirely by ear, preferring to play soft, quiet music, and the "Mike Allen Trio" was in heavy demand at cocktail parties, restaurants, and country clubs during the '70s and '80s; although he had opportunities to become nationally known through his music, he chose to stay in Lexington with his family and friends, and to mentor musicians, to whom he unselfishly gave of his time and expertise; and

WHEREAS, Michael Laine Allen earned the admiration and respect of those who experienced his creative expression in Jazz; he was a genius, in the truest sense of the word, and the passion, dedication, and intelligence he brought to the Commonwealth of Kentucky will never be forgotten, and his influence will continue; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Michael Laine Allen has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
