A RESOLUTION honoring the 75th anniversary of the Junior League of Lexington Charity Horse Show.

WHEREAS, the Junior League of Lexington has been instrumental in raising funds for charitable causes in the region since its inception in 1924. In 1937, the Junior League of Lexington hosted its inaugural Charity Horse Show. Despite the Depression, the first horse show attracted 24,000 people and 216 horses from 16 states, and generated approximately $5,500; and

WHEREAS, the Horse Show has been an annual event since 1937, and over the years has become renowned throughout the Commonwealth and the nation. The Horse Show is the first leg of the American Saddlebred Triple Crown, and is the largest outdoor show for the American Saddlebred in the world; and

WHEREAS, the Horse Show regularly attracts approximately 30,000 spectators and world-class competitors, and makes an impressive economic impact on the local community. Over the last 75 years, the Horse Show has generated millions of dollars that have been donated to, and utilized for the benefit of, many charitable and civic organizations in Central Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, the Junior League of Lexington Charity Horse Show has become the prestigious event that it is today as a result of the hard work and dedication of the women of the Junior League of Lexington, and their passion for assisting individuals in need; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky commemorates the 75th anniversary of the Junior League of Lexington Charity Horse Show, and recognizes the positive impact that funds generated by this event have had on the citizens of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the 75th anniversary of the Junior League of Lexington Charity Horse Show.
