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A RESOLUTION urging the leadership of the House of Representatives to ban firearms from the House Chamber and the House Gallery.

WHEREAS, it is the duty of a legislative body to debate and decide contentious issues that may have significant consequences for many people; and

WHEREAS, legislators need to be secure from fear of intimidation or bodily harm while debating important issues; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to 18 U.S.C. sec. 930, Congress has banned possession of firearms in federal facilities, including the Capitol building; and

WHEREAS, over 20,000 schoolchildren, as well as countless other tourists and invited guests and family members of legislators visit the Capitol each year; and

WHEREAS, it is the expectation of the general public and in the best interests of the House of Representatives that citizens and legislators alike be secure from injury and death while participating in public business in the House Chamber and the House Gallery;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the House of Representatives urge the leadership of the House of Representatives to ban the possession of firearms from the House Chamber and the House Gallery by any person who is not a police officer permitted to carry a firearm pursuant to KRS 527.020(3).
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
