Part II:  Purpose and Mechanics
This legislation provides for the distribution of funds currently accruing in the local corrections assistance fund which was created as a part of the Public Safety and Offender Accountability Act (2011 HB 463). Twenty-five percent of the savings realized from the passage of the Public Safety and Offender Accountability Act is to be transferred to the local corrections assistance fund for distribution to local corrections facilities and programs. This bill sets out the statutory procedure for distribution of those savings contemplated by the passage of the 2011 HB 463, but not included in the 2011 legislation. This legislation provides that funds in the local corrections assistance fund are to be distributed as follows:
-In fiscal year 2012-2013, the first $2,400,000 dollars received in the fund is to be divided equally among all counties.
-In fiscal year 2013-2014, and each year thereafter, the first $3,000,000, is divided equally among all counties. If the fund does not reach $3,000,000 in a given year, then all the money goes equally to all the counties. 
-Money remaining in the local corrections assistance fund after the above payments is to be distributed to the counties proportionally based upon inmate population in each county compared to the entire inmate population in the Commonwealth.     

Part III:  Fiscal Explanation, Bill Provisions, and Estimated Cost
This legislation establishes the formula for distribution of funds being collected in the local corrections assistance fund resulting from savings realized by the passage of the Public Safety and Offender Accountability Act (2011 HB 463). 

Absent the enactment of a statutory process for distribution of these savings, the money will continue to accrue to the local corrections assistance fund and local corrections facilities and programs will not receive those savings. 

-The $2,400,000 distribution will result in each county receiving $20,000 for local corrections facilities and programs in fiscal year 2012-2013.

-The $3,000,000 distribution will result in each county receiving $25,000 for local corrections facilities and programs in fiscal year 2013-2014 and subsequent years.
-The savings accrued in addition to the amounts above will be distributed to each county based on the number of each county’s inmate population compared to the entire inmate population in the Commonwealth. 

The enactment of this legislation will result in a decrease in the amount of savings that have accrued in the state local corrections assistance fund, and an increase in the funds distributed to county governments in accordance with the statutory distribution formula set out in the legislation.
