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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating the "Honorable E. Porter Hatcher Drive" in Jefferson County.

WHEREAS, Porter Hatcher was born September 9, 1936, attended the University of Louisville, had a long career as a general insurance agent and a real estate broker; and

WHEREAS, Porter Hatcher was involved in many civic activities, was a member of the Urban League, and served as Third Vice President of the NAACP and Secretary of the Louisville Better Business Bureau; and

WHEREAS, Porter Hatcher was the recipient of a Louisville Distinguished Citizen Award and the 1984 Black Achievers Award; and

WHEREAS, Porter Hatcher has also compiled a record of public service, serving five terms on the Louisville Board of Aldermen; and

WHEREAS, from 1988 to 1998, Porter Hatcher served as the Representative from the 43rd Legislative District, serving the people of West Louisville;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate Kentucky Route 1934, from 22nd Street to Algonquin Parkway, as the "Honorable E. Porter Hatcher Drive," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs denoting this designation.
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
