WHEREAS, Ashley Judd is an Emmy and Golden Globe nominated actress who has starred in many films and Broadway productions. She has also been nominated for other awards such as the Blockbuster Entertainment Award, Kids' Choice Award, and an MTV Movie Award for Best Female Performance among others; and

WHEREAS, Ashley Judd is starring in the ABC show, "Missing," which premiers on March 15, 2012, and which follows a mother's (Ashley Judd) international quest to find her kidnapped son; and

WHEREAS, in addition to her outstanding acting career, Ashley Judd is known for her humanitarian efforts that extend nationally and internationally. She is an advocate for poverty alleviation, public health, human rights, and social justice. Ms. Judd has also been involved in efforts to raise awareness for AIDS and animal rights; and

WHEREAS, Ashley Judd has worked to eradicate violence against women in the United States and around the world. She has volunteered with organizations such as the International Center for Research on Women, Women for Women International, Equality Now, the Equality Project, and the University of Kentucky Center for Research on Violence Against Women;
