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A RESOLUTION honoring the Kentucky Center Governor's School for the Arts on the occasion of its 25th anniversary.

WHEREAS, in 1987, Governor Martha Layne Collins established the Governor's School for the Arts, under The Kentucky Center for the Performing Arts; and

WHEREAS, each summer the Governor's School for the Arts guides over 200 of Kentucky's most talented high school students who are dancers, instrumental and vocal musicians, creative writers, future architects, filmmakers, and visual artists through three weeks of intense arts education; and

WHEREAS, over the past 25 years, the Governor's School for the Arts has graduated 4,500 students representing all 120 counties of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the average cumulative grade point average for alumni of the Governor's School for the Arts is 3.70 on a 4.0 scale; and

WHEREAS, representatives from as many as 85 colleges and universities from across the nation participate each fall in the Governor's School for the Arts College and Career Day in order to audition and interview the recent graduates; and

WHEREAS, 98 percent of the Governor's School for the Arts graduates proceed to college and 93 percent earn collegiate scholarships in all fields of study; and

WHEREAS, all business and professional fields prize the 21st century creative problem-solving and critical thinking skills that the Governor's School for the Arts cultivates and its alumni possess; and 

WHEREAS, recruiters for the Governor's School for the Arts labor throughout Kentucky each fall and winter to provide schools with information for students to successfully apply to the summer program; and

WHEREAS, each fall the Governor's School for the Arts offers workshops across the Commonwealth at no charge for any student seeking assistance with audition preparations; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky appropriates funds and the Kentucky Center for the Performing Arts provides support so that the Governor's School for the Arts is free of charge and available to Kentucky students of all means and backgrounds; and

WHEREAS, donations from individuals, corporations, and private foundations serve an integral role in continuing to offer this opportunity to the Commonwealth's most talented and creative students;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the House of Representatives do hereby honor and congratulate the Kentucky Center Governor's School for the Arts on 25 years of commitment and service to the Commonwealth's finest young artists.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the 25th anniversary of the Governor's School for the Arts.
