MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  
The bill would amend KRS 194A.620 to create and specify the duties of the Office of Autism Spectrum Disorders and the State Interagency Autism Spectrum Disorder Council.
PROVISION/MECHANICS:   
The bill would amend KRS 194A.620 to create the Office of Autism Spectrum Disorders within the Cabinet for Health and Family Services' Department for Behavioral Health, Developmental and Intellectual Disabilities.  The bill gives the potential director responsibility for the staffing and operational details of the office.  The office's duties, responsibilities, and rights include: maintenance of an inventory of services and resources available to individuals with autism spectrum disorders (ASD) and their families and caregivers; maintenance of a user-friendly Web site listing services and resources available to individuals with ASD, their families, and caregivers; compilation of a list of unmet needs and services for individuals with ASD, their families, and caregivers; review of biennial budgets from all sources that provide targeted funding for services and supports for individuals with ASD, their families, and caregivers; identification of additional funding sources in order to support and expand services to individuals with ASD; identification of support services and service providers to assist individuals with ASD, their families, and caregivers; monitoring of implementation of the comprehensive state plan created by the Kentucky Commission on Autism Spectrum Disorders; and annual reporting to the Governor and Joint Interim Committee on Health and Welfare regarding service progress and unmet needs.
The bill would also amend KRS 194A.620 to create the State Interagency Spectrum Disorder Council, which is to be composed of 21 members appointed by the Secretary of the Cabinet for Health and Family Services.  The bill calls for the Council to be administratively attached to the Office of Autism Spectrum Disorders.  Membership of the Council is suggested to include commissioners, directors, and secretaries of existing state agencies/departments, as well as citizens, provider representatives, and others.  The bill calls for the Cabinet to provide personnel to ensure adequate Council operations and the reimbursement of necessary and actual expenses for members of the council who are not state employees.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The Cabinet estimates that these requirements would necessitate at least three program staff and one administrative support employee.  The Cabinet for Health and Family Services estimates total costs for implementing the provisions of SB 107 would be approximately $206,000 annually.  Estimated minimal personnel costs are $200,000 (salary and fringe).  In addition, DBHDID would require approximately $1,500 for each council meeting, inclusive of meeting supplies, location costs, and travel reimbursements, for a total estimated meeting cost of $6,000.    The cost is contingent upon whether existing or new staff will provide support to the Office and Council, which is undetermined.
