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AN ACT proposing an amendment to Section 100 of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to the office of county surveyor.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   It is proposed that Section 100 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:


No person shall be eligible to the offices mentioned in Sections 97 and 99 who is not at the time of his election twenty-four years of age (except Clerks of County and Circuit Courts, who shall be twenty-one years of age), a citizen of Kentucky, and who has not resided in the State two years, and one year next preceding his election in the county and district in which he is a candidate. No person shall be eligible to the office of Commonwealth's Attorney unless he shall have been a licensed practicing lawyer four years. No person shall be eligible to the office of County Attorney unless he shall have been a licensed practicing lawyer two years. No person shall be eligible to the office of Clerk unless he shall have procured from a Judge of the Court of Appeals, or a Judge of a Circuit Court, a certificate that he has been examined by the Clerk of his Court under his supervision, and that he is qualified for the office for which he is a candidate. No person shall be eligible for the office of Surveyor unless he or she produces to the Clerk of County at the time of filing for office evidence he or she holds a Kentucky license as a professional land surveyor in accordance with the requirements of general law.
Section 2.   If ratified by the voters of the Commonwealth, the provisions of Section 1 of this act shall be effective for the office of Surveyor at the next regular election at which Surveyors are elected and every four years thereafter.

Section 3.   This amendment shall be submitted to the voters of the Commonwealth for ratification or rejection at the time and in the manner provided for under Sections 256 and 257 of the Constitution and under KRS 118.415. The question to be submitted to the voters shall read as follows: "Are you in favor of requiring candidates for the office of county surveyor to submit evidence to the county clerk that they are licensed professional land surveyors when they file to run for office?"
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
