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A RESOLUTION recognizing the 7th biennial INTERKULTUR World Choir Games, to be hosted in Cincinnati, Ohio, and adjourning the Senate in its honor.

WHEREAS, thousands of visitors from across the globe will descend on the Kentucky-Ohio-Indiana tri-state area from July 4 to July 14, 2012, for the INTERKULTUR World Choir Games; and

WHEREAS, 2012 will be the first year that the World Choir Games will have been held in the Western Hemisphere, giving many visitors and vocalists their first introduction to the rich culture of the United States and Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, over the course of 11 days, this prestigious competition will bring 400 vocal groups from 90 nations to the region, showcasing diverse international cultures to regional audiences. The participation of thousands of highly talented choir members will provide a welcomed addition to Kentucky's own historical musical heritage; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky will be represented by 11 choirs in the 2012 World Choir Games; and

WHEREAS, the Cincinnati/Northern Kentucky International Airport has been declared, in its partnership with World Peace Award winner INTERKULTUR, to be the World Choir Games' gateway to Kentucky, allowing the state to share its renowned hospitality with over 200,000 competitors and visitors; and

WHEREAS, as a result of the World Choir Games, northern Kentucky is expected to share in 73 million dollars of estimated economic benefit, including revenue for the food and beverage, accommodation and lodging, and local attraction and tourism industries; 

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the Senate, both individually and collectively, welcome the 2012 INTERKULTUR World Choir Games to Kentucky and the tri-state area, and extend their warmest regards to the esteemed guests. 

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of the 2012 INTERKULTUR World Choir Games.
