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A JOINT RESOLUTION designating a portion of Kentucky Route 158 in Fleming County in honor and memory of PFC Stanley C. Jackson.

WHEREAS, PFC Stanley C. Jackson served with the 15th Infantry Regiment, 3rd Infantry Division with the United States Army during World War II; and

WHEREAS, on December 31, 1944, PFC Stanley C. Jackson traversed these earthly bounds as a result of injuries sustained in combat; and

WHEREAS, as a result of his bravery, PFC Stanley C. Jackson was posthumously awarded a Purple Heart with two oak leaf clusters; and

WHEREAS, PFC Stanley C. Jackson, was interred at the Epinal American Cemetery in Epinal, France with 5,254 other United States soldiers, most of whom lost their lives in the campaigns across northeastern France to the Rhine and beyond into Germany;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet is herby directed to designate Kentucky Route 158 in Fleming County, one mile west from Markwell Road, as the "PFC Stanley C. Jackson Memorial Highway," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect the appropriate signage.
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
