A RESOLUTION honoring Clinton Blackburn of Morehead for thwarting a juvenile prisoner escape.

WHEREAS, on March 12, 2014, Clinton Blackburn was driving a truck for Apollo Oil of Winchester, Kentucky, in the westbound lane of the Bluegrass Parkway near mile marker 14 when he noticed a prisoner transport vehicle pulled off beside the highway. The driver's door was open, and Mr. Blackburn observed that a prisoner had his arm around the driver's neck; and 

WHEREAS, acting on instinct, Clinton Blackburn stopped his truck and attempted to help the officer, Spencer County Jailer Darrell Herndon. As he restrained the prisoner, a juvenile, the young man grabbed the officer's gun. The prisoner attempted to fire Mr. Herndon's gun many times, but was unfamiliar with the weapon and the gun did not go off. Mr. Blackburn bravely wrested the weapon away from the prisoner, holding him at gunpoint until Mr. Herndon could recover; and 

WHEREAS, before the gun changed hands, the prisoner was threatening to kill both Clinton Blackburn and Mr. Herndon, but after the gun was taken from him Mr. Blackburn noted that the prisoner "changed his mind about what he wanted to do"; and 

WHEREAS, Nelson County law enforcement officers arrived at the scene, and the prisoner was taken to the Lincoln Village Regional Juvenile Detention Center. Mr. Herndon was not treated for any injuries; and 

WHEREAS, this honorable body commends Clinton Blackburn for his heroic actions on this day, and commends him for his quick thinking, his selflessness against great adversity, and his courage in the face of gravest danger;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Senate hereby honors Clinton Blackburn for thwarting a juvenile prisoner escape and commends him for his heroism and uncommon bravery.

Section 2.   When the Senate adjourns this day, it does so in honor of Clinton Blackburn.

Section 3.   The Clerk of the Senate is directed to transmit a copy of this Resolution to Senator Jimmy Higdon for delivery.
